Participants explore practical ways to experience a balanced life and develop 

an attitude of confidence and courage. 
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Achieving Wealth 

"Giving is Receiving: The 10 Step Guide to Creating Wealth, Happiness, And Love in 

Your Life" by Tyler Wagner is a practical guide that explores how generosity and the act 

of giving can transform your life. The book outlines ten actionable steps designed to 

help readers cultivate abundance in not only their finances, but also their relationships 

and sense of fulfillment. Wagner emphasizes the principle that by giving—whether time, 

resources, or love—you open yourself up to receive greater happiness and prosperity. 

Throughout the guide, readers are encouraged to embrace a mindset of abundance, 

practice gratitude, and find purpose through serving others. The book provides both 

motivational insights and practical strategies to help individuals align their actions with 

values of generosity, ultimately leading to spiritual and personal growth. 

New Approaches to Traditional Beliefs 

As we mature, so should our ideas about Religion and Spirituality. During this 5-week 

class, participants will examine the thinking behind traditional Christian beliefs, and 

consider nontraditional perspectives. Designed as a beginning exploration of our 

spiritual understanding, this interactive experiential course may strengthen some long-

held beliefs about “God”, “Jesus Christ”, “Heaven”, etc., and shed new light on others. 

Using William L. Fisher’s book “Alternatives” as our guide, participants can choose 

which ideas are valid for today’s living.  

Seeing the Christ in My World 

Participants will explore concepts that help to understand and express our Divine 

potential, which is Christ. 

This workshop offers a spiritual journey designed to help participants recognize and 

embody the presence of Christ within themselves and in the world around them. 

Through thought-provoking discussions, scriptural study, and reflective exercises, 

attendees will learn how to identify the qualities of Christ—such as love, compassion, 

wisdom, and forgiveness—in their daily lives and interactions. The course provides 

practical tools and spiritual practices to support the awakening and expression of one’s 

Divine nature, empowering individuals to align their thoughts and actions with higher 

spiritual principles. By cultivating this deeper awareness, participants will discover how 

to bring healing, purpose, and greater fulfillment into their relationships, work, and 

service to others. This experience encourages everyone to see the sacred in everyday 

situations and to become a positive force for transformation in their communities. 

I Quit, But Forgot to Tell You  

Based on the book with the same title by Terri Kabachnick; the workshop aims to help 

managers and executives overcome employee disengagement, boost morale, and 

create a more motivated, productive workforce. It uses real-world strategies and human 

behavior insights to transform management approaches and improve team 

performance. 
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The Four Functions of Consciousness 

Through reflective exercises, guided meditation, and group dialogue, attendees will gain 

insight into their dominant functions while learning to harmonize the transformative 

power of Carl Jung's four functions of consciousness—Thinking, Feeling, Sensation, and 

Intuition—through a lens of New Thought and spiritual principles. Participants will 

explore how each function offers a unique approach to perceiving and engaging with 

the world: Thinking cultivates clarity and truth-seeking; Feeling nurtures compassion 

and alignment with higher values; Sensation grounds awareness in the present moment; 

and Intuition taps into the realm of infinite possibilities and spiritual guidance. The 

workshop emphasizes practices such as affirmations, visualization, and mindful 

presence, empowering participants to access divine wisdom, enhance communication, 

and consciously co-create their personal and professional lives. 

Managing Time 

The primary aim of this workshop is to shift from reactive to proactive time use by 

teaching participants to identify time-wasters, set clear priorities, and apply practical 

tools for scheduling and task management. 

Choices, Changes, Challenges – Designing Your Future Path 

This interactive and reflective workshop invites participants to pause, take stock, and 
intentionally shape the direction of their lives. Through guided activities, personal 
reflection, and group discussion, they’ll explore three key pillars: 

• Choices – Identify the decisions faced on a daily basis and the options available, 

clarifying what truly matters in one’s personal and professional life. 

• Changes – Recognize the shifts—big or small—that may be needed to align 

current reality with aspirations. 

• Challenges – Anticipate potential obstacles and develop strategies to navigate 

them with resilience and confidence. 

The Abundance Book workshop 

This six-session journey inspired by The Abundance Book, by John Randolph Priceis an 

interactive, reflective, and practical workshop series that empowers participants to 

embrace abundance, reframe their beliefs about money, and take actionable steps 

toward personal growth. Drawing from the 40-day prosperity plan and the six-step 

program outlined in the book, each session blends vision-setting with grounded 

planning—ensuring you leave inspired and equipped for lasting change.
